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Mr. Tanatat Puttasuwan is a Member of the Board of Trustees of PDA and Director of CSR.  A Thai national, Mr. Puttasuwan received a B.S. degree in International Economics, M.S. in Finance, and his Ph.D. in Financial Economics from the University of Southern California, Los Angeles, California.  Between 1995-1998, Mr. Puttasuwan worked for international commercial and investment banks in New York City and Los Angeles. While in the private financial institutions, he applied his expertise in the areas of project finance, mergers and acquisitions, equity participation, and corporate financial planning.   

Mr. Puttasuwan joined the World Bank in December 1998 as a Senior Private Sector Development Specialist in the Financial and Private Sector Development Department of the East Asia and Pacific Region.  His main responsibilities included leading the Corporate Sector Restructuring Program in Thailand during the Asia Financial Crisis, and between 2003-2006 he directed the World Bank Private Sector Development Program in Thailand, Cambodia and Lao PDR.  Mr. Puttasuwan’s areas of expertise include financial regulations, micro-finance, investment climate, regulatory impediments, and firm competitiveness.
