	Site visits.  Our very very preliminary list of options includes:

1.      Family Medicine Clinic—This site is interesting for two reasons. First, USAID support phased out a year ago and we will have a chance to discuss with the team there life after USAID.  Secondly, in Ukraine, as elsewhere, family medicine as opposed to specialist services is a hotly debated topic and we’d get to join in that dialogue with some of those on the front line. 

2.      Narcotics Anonymous—There is a lot going here in working with IDUs—a whole range of social services.  This is a prime topic for those of you in countries with concentrated or emergent HIV/AIDS epidemics.  

3.      Children’s AIDS Hospital— This is a small city facility, which is working with families and children with HIV/AIDS.  The focus is on pediatric HIV treatment and PMTCT.  USAID/Kiev recently took HHS Sec. Leavitt and the First Lady of Ukraine there – the first official visit to the clinic which tugs at your heartstrings.  

4.      Mother & Infant Health site—This would give us a chance to see the Ukrainian version of this very successful MCH intervention.  We hope the Russian team could join in and talk about how they successfully integrated family planning into the MCH program on which this is modeled.
