· Publications: Titles of your material should be sent by email and hardcopies of your publications should be submitted to Sarah upon your arrival at the hotel. If Sarah is not there as you arrive, please ask the front desk to call her for you. Generally one hard copy should be sufficient. We’ll have sign-up sheets where workshop attendees can request a copy of your materials.
· Videos: Video format (VHS, DVD, etc.), and the title and length of the video(s) should be submitted by email.  If you know the analog or digital broadcast format (i.e., NTSC, PAL, SECAM, MPEG-s, ATSC, DVB, LDTV, HDTV, etc.), please include that information.  Videos should be submitted to Sarah upon your arrival at the hotel.  

· Databases: Information related to database format (Access, web-based, etc.), the title of the database, and whether it can be accessed online or should be loaded onto a computer in advance should be sent to Sarah by September 20th.
· Other resources: Bring any posters, displays, handouts, and/or other materials.  A special interest is showing how your Mission uses and produces maps.  Please provide format and title and a description of the resource and send to Sarah by September 20th.  Please feel free to bring along any items you want if you are unable to meet the deadline.
